I’'m writing to inform you of something exciting that we are trialling in school that you may have
heard about from your little ones. You will be aware that in the last year or so we have spent a lot of
time focussing on our core values as a school. This year, to further embed these values, we have
linked them in to support our in school reward scheme.
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To encourage children to demonstrate our core values (outlined above), staff across school are able
to reward children with ‘Dojo Points’ using the ‘Class Dojo’ system. Children can earn points during
lessons and assembly as well as during lunch and play. The points can then be redeemed in return
for a prize during Golden Time on a Friday afternoon.

Prizes are organised by value - Bronze (5 Dojo Points), (20 Dojo Points), (50 Dojo Points)
and Platinum (100 Dojo Points). Naturally, by saving the points up, children may be able to earn
some really big prizes.

So far, some children have opted to save their points with the promise of a big prize. However, the
Class Dojo shop was very busy on Friday during Golden Time. It is brilliant to see how well the
children have responded to this incentive and we love celebrating successes in school.

There are so many different ways that children can demonstrate our core values and we will share
these with you. Remember to ask your child what they’ve done if they come home with a sticker or a
postcard.
