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 Year 3 Information for Parents / Carers 2022-2023
PE Days – Monday and Thursday
· All children should wear school uniform. All clothing must be named as there is no central lost property box. 
· PE; children should come to school dressed in a tracksuit and trainers on their PE days (see the top of this letter for your child’s PE days). PE kit will be worn for the full day and wherever possible PE lessons will take place outside. Remember that PE kit must be a uniform sweatshirt/hoodie top with blue or black tracksuit bottoms, black shorts and white tee shirt. All uniform information is on the school website. 

· Beach school; dates and groupings will be confirmed in a letter prior to each visit; please ensure you have the correct visit date for your child. On the morning of your child’s beach visit they must come to school in the appropriate clothing as detailed in the visit letter; we aim to leave school by 9.15am and therefore do not have time to get children ready in class or wait for kit to be brought from home. Children will NOT get changed into their full school uniform when they return from the beach. Please send in a change of trousers, socks and shoes / trainers only. Remember, when buying new waterproof jackets we suggest that you buy them slightly bigger so that you can still fit a warm coat underneath in the cold weather. 
· Topics for the year are attached to this letter and are on the website. 
· Drop off; please be punctual. ALL main school classes will close their doors at 8.55am. If you need to drop a child off late or collect a child early please enter school through the main entrance. 
· Collection; There should be no last minute changes to collection arrangements- children and staff must know who is collecting them each day. Y3 will be dismissed to parents from the Y2 classroom door at 3.15pm.
· Payments; payment for lunch, visits etc can be made via school money or cash/card at the office. All money must be in a named envelope and handed either to the office or to an adult in class.  

· Reading; These will be changed once weekly. Books will be given out on a Tuesday and must be returned on the following Monday in order to be changed.
· Homework; There will be set homework tasks each Friday, to be completed and returned the following Tuesday. There is also an expectation that children in Year 3 should be spending approximately 20 minutes per day at home on some kind of focussed task such as reading, practicing times tables, spelling or handwriting practice. 
· PPA arrangements; on a Tuesday afternoon Miss Young has non-contact time. Mrs Mason will be teaching music, RE and PSHE.   
· Absence; please call school on the first day of your child’s absence. School operates a first day absence call system. 
·  Illness; children MUST be kept off school for a minimum of 24 hours after sickness or cases of diarrhoea unless there is an outbreak when this will become 48 hours. Medicines and care plans should be clearly labelled and handed in at the office.
· Holidays; these should not be taken during term time. Fines are now reinstated. 
· Please ensure that your child has a named water bottle at school every day with fresh water in it. Drinking water throughout the day has been proven to improve concentration and learning. Please do not fill water bottles with juice. 
· In Year 3 children can bring in a healthy snack from home for snack time.  This must be a piece of fruit.  Please ensure that the snack they bring is healthy.  If you wish to give your child grapes or small cherry tomatoes, please cut into quarters to avoid a choking hazard. A polite reminder that we are a NUT FREE school.
· Pink/Blue/Orange slip;  pink slips are issued for behaviour related incidents. Blue slips are issued for non-completion of homework and non-return of reading books. Orange slips are issued if children are not prepared for PE and beach days.

· No jewellery is to be worn. 
· Emergency contacts: these details are vital for illness and other emergencies. A home telephone which does not accept incoming calls can NOT be used as a contact. 
· Children may use scooters or bikes. Please remember these must be locked as the cycle shed is not under constant supervision. Bikes and scooters MUST be pushed along on the school site for safety reasons.

· On sunny days can we please ask that your child has a sunhat and that you apply sun-cream to your child before coming to school. If the sun-cream is not a ‘long-life’ cream please teach your child to put their own sun-cream on ready for lunchtime as adults are not allowed to help. Also a reminder that children must not share their sun-cream with others.
